be made into your ñSwamp Fox Memory Quiltò. 

 
There are only three requirements: 

 

1.  Block must be 12 ½ inch square unfinished 

2.  Block must be ñStraight Setò (not on point etc) 

3.  Block must follow the theme for the month. 

Themes  

August:  Red White and Blue (these three colors only) 

September:  Fall colors with a leaf visible 

October:  Black, Orange, and 1  other color (total of 3 colors) 

November:  Rail fence Pattern 

December: Christmas colors (your choice) with  a tree visible. 

 If  a quilting pattern is not named, the choice is yoursðpieced, appli-

qué or mixed.  Just follow the theme. 

 

This will be a good time to try something new and different since it is 

a small block.  

 

So put on your thinking cap and begin coming up with your plans.  

Then work those plans into a  12 ½  unfinished square and bring it to 

the meeting.  You might win enough for a quilt top!

Beat butter, sugars, eggs and vanilla 

for 5 minutes. In another bowl, com-

bine oats, flour, baking soda, baking 

powder, and salt.
