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2012 Block of the Month 

January ~ Attic Window 

7.5 in square winter scene 

2.5 x 10 inch Dark blue 

2.5 x 10 inch Light Blue 

Layout the blue strips with 

the light blue on the left and 

dark blue on the bottom. 

Sew the light blue strip stop-

ping 1/4 inch from the bottom.  

Fold the light blue strip out of 

the way.  

Line up a rule on the diagonal 

fold.  Draw a line diagonally on 

the light blue strip along the 

edge of the ruler. Sew on that 

line.  

Sew on the dark strip, stopping 

1/4 inch from the left edge.  

Press the blue strips out.  Then 

fold the block in half diagonally 

lining up the two blue strips-see 
next picture.

To reduce bulk, press seams 

in opposite directions and 

flare out the center seams. 

You should end up with a 9.5 

inch  block. 

The BOM for January is the Attic Window.
