Membership News 

Sewing Tips  ᶅ  

When you display your quilt over a wooden quilt 

rack, put a soft white towel over the rack first 

and then lay your quilt over that.  This protects 

your quilt from the acid in the wood.  Remem-

ber, too, that your quilts should not be hung in 

direct sunlight. 

 

Have you ever had this happen?  The quilt is 

complete when you notice a dark thread sand-

wiched beneath the top, shadowing through be-

hind a light fabric.  Solution ~ Use a small cro-

chet hook, size 13, and carefully burrow between 

the threads of the fabric.  Use it to hook and pull 

out the offending thread.  Close the hole in the 

fabric by gently running it with a damp cotton 

swab.

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Banana Coconut Loaf  

 

INGREDIENTS  

 

 2 eggs 

 1 cup white sugar 

 1/2 cup butter, melted 

 1 cup mashed bananas 

 1/2 teaspoon almond extract 

 1 1/2 cups all-purpose flour 

 

DIRECTIONS  

 

   1. Mix together flour, coconut, baking powder, baking soda, 

salt, chopped walnuts, and cherries. 

   2. Break eggs in a mixing bowl, and beat until light and 

frothy. Add sugar and melted butter or margarine. Beat well. 

Stir in mashed banana and flavoring. Add flour mixture, and 

stir just to combine. Spoon into greased 9x5x3 inch loaf pan. 

   3. Bake at 350 degrees F (175 degrees C) for 1 hour, or until a 

toothpick inserted in center comes out clean. Let stand for 10 

minutes, and remove from pan. Cool.
