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Recipe -  Peaches and Cream Pie 

 
Ingredients: 

1 small box if Instant Vanilla Pudding 

3/4 cup of flour 

1 egg 

1/4 cup plus 1 tbs of cooking oil 

3 regular sized cans of peaches 

1 8oz package of Cream cheese softened 

1/2 cup of sugar 

Small amount of cinnamon and sugar 

 

Mix the box of instant vanilla pudding, 3/4 cup of flour, egg, 

and cooking oil in a small bowl.  Press it into pie pan to make 

the crust.  Drain the cans of peaches reserving 3 tbs of juice.  

Place peaches on top of crust.  In a separate bowl, beat the sof-

tened cream cheese, 1/2 cup of sugar, and 3tbs of peach juice till 

smooth.  Spread cream cheese mixture on top of peaches.   

Sprinkle with cinnamon and sugar and cook in 350 degree oven 

for 35 minutes.  Allow time to cool. Serve warm, or chill in 

fridge and serve when its nice and cold.

Your quilt is not officially finished until 

you have sewn the label on.  As a mini-

mum, your label should include the 

name of the quilter or quilters, name or 

pattern of the quilt, date finished, and the 

city and state or country. It is recom-

mended that you also include your phone 

number and address, especially if you  

Opportunity Quilt for 2010 

Adding a straight or a pieced 

border  

To make sure your quilt lies flat, you 

must measure your border strips be-

fore sewing them on the sides of your 

quilt top. Don't just sew on a border 

and cut it off when you get to the 

end. That is a recipe for wavy bor-

ders. 

Measure your quilt through the mid-

dle horizontally. Cut two borders to 

this length and sew them to both 

sides of the quilt, matching the center 

of the quilt top with the center of the 

border. Press to the border and meas-

ure again through the center. 

 

Cut two borders to the measurement 

you just took and sew them to the top 

and bottom of your quilt top, again 

matching the center of the border 

strip with the center of the quilt top. 

Press to the border.
